All fleeces entered into the show must have been shorn from the 1st August in the year prior to the Show to the 31st July in 
the year of the Show. All fleeces must be skirted and prepared to industry standards. 
NOTE: Growth of wool in no case is to exceed 380 days. 

LABELS
Please use the labels supplied with the entry form to clearly label your fleeces. Additional tags are available from the office or the 
Sheep Pavilion. 
Please avoid the use of string. 
and wrappings used. 

TRANSFER OF EXHIBITS 
The stewards have the right to transfer to its proper class any fleece which has been wrongly entered. 

PRIZES 
Prizes in each wool class will be: 
First, $20, ribbon and card; second ribbon and card; third ribbon and card (unless otherwise specified). 

In addition to the prizes listed, the following may be awarded: 
7 to 10 exhibits 4th ribbon 
11 to 15 exhibits  5th ribbon. 
16 to 20 exhibits  6th ribbon. 

RA&HS SASHES will be awarded to all CHAMPIONS & RESERVE CHAMPIONS and MOST SUCCESSFUL EXHIBITORS 

Prize money will be posted to successful exhibitors by the end of October. 
Judges are empowered to withhold prizes in any class without assigning any reason therefore.
